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1. To stop the attack of hypoglycemia, you need to give the patient sweet tea 

and a bun. Call the ambulance.

2. In the case of loss of consciousness, introduce a 40% solution of glucose 

(not more than 80-100 ml).

The establishment of an updated diagnosis and, moreover, the choice of 

methods of diabetes treatment is not the task of a dentist, but monitoring the 

adequacy of antidiabetic therapy, preventing the decompensation of diabetes 

mellitus are necessary for the successful treatment of dental diseases.

The final excretion of the child from coma and compensation of diabetes 

mellitus should be carried out in the conditions of a specialized endocrinological 

hospital, therefore, in parallel with the beginning of emergency measures in the 

dental office, it is necessary to call the ambulance.

THE ROLE OF THE PUBLIC HEALTH SYSTEM IN THE CONDITIONS

OF A HUMANITARIAN DISASTER

For the third month in a row, Ukraine has been resisting Russia's full-scale 

armed aggression. Throughout the martial law, citizens of all over the world focus 

their efforts on helping Ukrainians, cooperating with volunteer organizations, 

supporting the Armed Forces and Ukraine's defense capabilities. However, the 

importation of humanitarian aid into Ukraine raises many procedural issues, 

especially for military and/or dual-use item.

The humanitarian catastrophe during the war causes mass human suffering, 

aggression, social disruption, high mortality and destruction. An effective solution 

to this problem requires the use of a wide range of emergency resources. 

Humanitarian disasters are responded to in accordance with the International 

Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC)/Red Crescent Code, which aims to prevent or 

alleviate human suffering from disaster or conflict, and the Sphere Humanitarian

Charter, which defines the rights of people affected by armed conflict. Territorial
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units of the Ukrainian Red Cross have been active since the first days of Russia's 

full-scale invasion of Ukraine. The Red Cross of Ukraine has become a powerful 

public organization that provides medical, social, humanitarian and psychological 

assistance to victims. The International Committee of the Red Cross and Red Cross 

of Denmark, Italy, Poland, Romania, Germany, Spain, China, Luxembourg, 

Bulgaria, Andorra, and the Turkish Red Crescent also joined in providing 

humanitarian assistance to the people of Ukraine.

The Red Cross of Ukraine closely cooperates with state medical bodies. 

Oleksandr Babenko, Head of the Department of Health and Guardianship of the 

Red Cross Society of Ukraine, speaking at a press briefing on "Activities of the 

Red Cross of Ukraine during the war" on April 6, 2022, stressed that the Red Cross 

of Ukraine synchronizes the activities of its mobile medical teams with public 

medical authorities and is their partner. In particular, the Red Cross:

• provides strong support to primary health care centers, outpatient clinics;

• family physicians of general therapeutic profile in remote areas with 

limited access, which are located directly on the front line;

• deploys mobile medical teams, which include professional doctors who 

have their own transport and everything necessary for primary care. One team can 

provide on-site care to 20-25 patients. These crews work in remote and most 

dangerous locations. The mobile medical team of the Red Cross can be called only 

through the Center of Primary Health Care;

• mobile medical centers in places where there are a large number of 

evacuees and health workers can not cope alone.

The Rapid Response Units of the Ukrainian Red Cross operate in the most 

dangerous locations. They are the last to leave the occupied territories. The press 

briefing said that 367 volunteers work in rapid response teams. In the Kyiv region 

alone, these units accompanied the evacuation of 66,454 people. The Red Cross of 

Ukraine is developing mechanisms for the distribution and distribution of 

humanitarian aid to the population and has already provided 3,000 tons of 

humanitarian aid.

WHO also works closely with Ukraine’s health care system and provides 

strong support to health professionals and patients. Humanitarian convoys deliver 

medical supplies for the treatment of injuries, surgical and primary health care, 

namely: oxygen, insulin, surgical materials, anesthetics and blood transfusion kits 

(for its collection, testing and safe transfusion), oxygen generators, defibrillators, 

monitors, rehydration salts, gauze and bandages.

Undoubtedly, all these changes caused by the war have a negative impact on 

the medical system of Ukraine. However, the Ukrainian health care system is 

beginning to adapt to new working conditions and provide medical services to the 

population around the clock, it is effective, operational. Thus, the primary task of 

the health care system in wartime is to maintain the physical and psychological 

health of people, although it is not always possible to receive professional medical 

care.
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
