In medical education, there is growing interest in the development of professional and
personal competencies that contribute to the mastery of communication skills to ensure
optimal interaction of the future doctor. In traditional medical curricula, the development of
professional competencies, the basis of which is effective interaction, is postponed until the
study of clinical disciplines. Involvement of students in communication with the opportunity
to express their own opinion, humanistic attitude based on partnership, self-education and
self-organization are the basis of effective modern medical education. In order to improve
the quality of education, the use of the "learning by teaching" method, developed by Jean-
Paul Martin, is proposed. The idea of the method is to teach the educational material as an
"compeer” among "compeers"”, when the student takes responsibility for explaining the
material to his classmates with the possibility of managing all the processes of classes and
training, which ensures an individual and socialized learning style. Students take
responsibility for teaching and their own learning. The teacher becomes a facilitator, who
offers topics, methods and materials for the implementation of educational activities,
corrects, and makes sure of the quality of learning the material. The roles of teacher and
students are seen as a partnership. "Learning by teaching"” provides an opportunity to
acquire general competencies, including creativity, independence, self-confidence, self-
efficacy, teamwork, communication, critical thinking, empathy, research and management,
research methodology, presentation and discussion skills, and digital skills. The authors of
the article have their own experience of implementing the "learning by teaching” method
while working with students of the Faculty of International Relations with the English-
language form of education.
