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The expediency of using socionics methods to create psychological comfort in the team, prevention of bullying,
formation of tolerance and mutual respect among students is substantiated. Ways of creating effective creative,
scientific groups for solving various tasks, including complex clinical situations, based on a socionic approach, which
contributes to the acquisition of professional competences, are given.

Practical recommendations on the application of socionics in the work of curators of academic groups are given.
It is proposed to use the socionic principle when forming groups of education seekers.
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The article discusses the characteristic features of the development of modern society, communication mecha-
nisms, and intercultural relations. It suggests the methods of certain unification of requirements for the quality
of higher education, educational and professional programmes, and research, which significantly impact national
higher education systems and individual universities. The growing prestige of integration and internationalisation
of higher education in the educational and scientific processes contributes to the formation of international devel-
opment trends and intercultural programmes at the level of any higher education institution. The article highlights
the priority and necessity of measures to build international partnerships, student exchanges, and the opening of
branches abroad. And all this is not just a promising trend: this process directly affects the quality of education. It
becomes one of the key factors of competitiveness and efficiency of an educational institution. The importance of
students' academic mobility in university internationalisation has been proven. Through student exchange, student
mobility is an opportunity to spend a certain period of time in a foreign higher education institution without inter-
rupting the educational process in the native alma mater.

The tasks of a higher education institution also include justifying modern changes in the university's organisation-
al culture and finding a balance between classical academic education and post-academic standards. This transition
has its differences both in the practice of modernisation of an individual university and at the level of standardisation
of the national higher education system.

Today, the processes of integration and internationalisation are developing in line with the new challenges posed
by the world. In the field of professional education, the concept that if the world is not interested in you, then no one
is interested in you is becoming more and more pronounced.

Introduction.

The specifics of the development of modern society,
means of communication, and directions of intercul-
tural communication imply a particular consolidation
of requirements for the quality of higher education, re-
search, and educational programmes, which significant-
ly affects not only national higher education systems
but also individual universities. The growing priority in
scientific research of the processes of globalisation and

internationalisation of higher education contributes to
the formation of international development directions
and intercultural programmes at the level of almost any
higher education institution [1].

The aim of the study.

To determine the peculiarities of the organisation of
the educational process in English-speaking students in
the discipline “Human Anatomy”.

The main part.
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Most Western experts believe that not all higher
education institutions should become key international
education providers. In parallel with internationalisa-
tion, there is a desire to expand the activities of univer-
sities within their home countries. In today’s environ-
ment, the belief of “being international” is beginning to
be seen as a significant factor in the attractiveness of
universities at the local level [2]. Therefore, when for-
mulating its trends and directions of development, a
higher education institution should take into account
the leading ideas of functioning of not only the national
but also the global economic system, areas of social and
political activity, general trends in the development of
scientific and technological progress, and the direction
of socio-cultural changes. Short-sightedness in these
aspects can lead to the unpreparedness of university
graduates to successfully realise themselves in the la-
bour market in the context of modern cultural trends.

B. Ellinbow identifies five basic components of uni-
versity culture, the development of which should be
given the greatest attention in the context of interna-
tionalisation: university leadership in the surround-
ing cultural environment; international cooperation of
teachers with colleagues in the process of research or
personal connections between them around the world;
accessibility of educational programmes for internation-
al students; training and active participation of foreign-
ers in the life of the university; availability of additional
international services, along with educational ones
(equipped campuses, libraries, conference halls, stu-
dent associations, clinics, NGOs, centres for the study
of other cultures and languages, etc.) [3,4]. Improving
the international reputation of a higher education insti-
tution at the level of the world educational space often
increases the assessment of its activities at the level of
national education. The basic functions of higher edu-
cation as an institution for creating, preserving and dis-
seminating knowledge and values of national identity
place higher education institutions in a priority position
among national cultural institutions. Given the tradi-
tional autonomy of universities, their independence
from religious and secular authorities, and their com-
mitment to democratic values in any political system,
higher education institutions deliberately disseminate
the norms and ideals that prevail in society at a given
historical period. It is necessary to emphasise that the
emergence and development of most modern universi-
ties took place in the XX century when national models
of higher education were formed. It is reflected in a par-
ticular orientation of higher education institutions, their
ideology, in the development of curricula, programmes
and the creation and printing of textbooks, in the selec-
tion of academic staff capable of reproducing national
policy, as well as in the methods of combining students,
their number and social composition [5, 6].

Over the past 15 years, Ukraine has undergone large-
scale changes in higher education, including medical ed-
ucation. In 2005, the Minister of Education of Ukraine,
Stanislav Nikolayenko, signed the Bologna Declaration
on behalf of Ukraine in Bergen, Norway. It was the start-
ing point for the transition from the Soviet model of
higher education to European standards of professional
knowledge and skills. The Bologna process at the level
of European community states was launched by signing

a document by ministers of education on behalf of their
governments called the Bologna Declaration (1999) [7].

F. Altbach explained the concept of “Internationali-
sation”. It is the development of students’ international
outlook and skills through study abroad programmes,
language training programmes and the development of
intercultural understanding. In the context of forming
the European research and education network and the
transnational intellectual space, the internationalisation
of higher education is becoming increasingly important.
The definition of the essence of the concept of “inter-
nationalisation of higher education” among domestic
researchers belongs to such specialists as Demych M.A,,
Soloshchenko V.M., Nitenko O.V. According to Demych
M.A., internationalisation of higher education is a com-
plex process of acquiring international perspectives in
learning and teaching by a separate educational institu-
tion to meet the political, cultural, academic and demo-
graphic needs of modern society [8].

Integration is a more extensive and complex concept
than internationalisation because, in this situation, we
are talking not just about cooperation in knowledge
exchange and student mobility but about the develop-
ment of these links at the state level, and as a result,
leading to the integration of the foundations of national
education systems. In this regard, integration is closer
to the globalisation of the higher education system, as
in this case, it is not some local curricula or processes
that are interesting to some, but the identification and
adaptation of the basic, most essential features and
characteristics of education systems. Under these cir-
cumstances, national characteristics of the educational
sphere are further levelled out and sometimes even
erased completely, depending on the degree of the
state’s intention to integrate into this system. In our
opinion, it is the biggest drawback of higher education
integration, which identifies it to a large extent with the
original characteristics of globalisation as a process that
abolishes national borders. The scope of research at a
higher education institution includes the justification of
modern changes in the university’s organisational cul-
ture, the processes of integrating traditional research
and innovation trends, and the search for a balance be-
tween classical academic education and post-academic
realities, standards and achievements. This transition
has its differences both in the practice of modernisation
of an individual university and at the level of standardi-
sation of the national higher education system [9, 10].

It should be understood that there is no ideal organ-
isational structure of a modern university that is conve-
nient for everyone. Comparative analysis of the experi-
ence of higher education institutions allows us to shift
the focus to the peculiarities of cultural traditions and
legislative systems of different countries, their speciali-
ties, regional characteristics and factors of historical de-
velopment. It should be noted that the principles and
trends of European higher education are close to Ukrai-
nian realities, so more attention should be paid to fol-
lowing European cultural traditions and their impact on
the structural, institutional and organisational features
of universities [11].

Given that in today’s environment, the university
is seen as an organisation for which the conceptual
aspects of its activities are productivity, management,
labour relations and marketing, the primary purpose
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of the university remains, as it has been for centuries,
the creation, preservation, processing and transfer of
knowledge. A higher education institution cannot be
viewed as an ordinary structure constantly looking for
material gain. Moreover, in the conditions when a uni-
versity provides educational services to students, it re-
mains a socio-cultural organisation, an exceptional part
of culture and society [12, 13].

Conclusions.

Obviously, the processes of integration and interna-
tionalisation in higher education will progress following
the new plans and tasks set by the world. The expansion
of the scope of its application in the field of vocational
education is also gaining importance, making this pro-
cess worldwide and, therefore, in turn, global. An es-
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sential component of integration is student and teacher
mobility, which even opponents of the globalisation of
education see as an undeniable plus and a great oppor-
tunity to update their knowledge with the latest Euro-
pean developments, research results or trends, improve
their foreign language skills, find colleagues working on
similar issues, establish direct international contacts
and broaden their horizons. Moreover, all these positive
aspects, even though students must undertake a train-
eeship for a semester or a year at another university,
still need to be earned, as a student planning to go on
an academic trip must demonstrate an excellent level
of preparation, including language skills, to ensure that
they receive the best possible educational benefit from
their traineeship abroad.
