This article describes the peculiarities of mainstreaming concepts of economics discourse
into English dentistry discourse. The material of the study is based on articles published in the
English language professional journals, their subject matter covers a wide range of issues in
modern dentistry. The whole array of terms, lexical units and other tokens semantically and
thematically related to the economy are considered as means representing economic experts
knowledge relevant for professional activity of dentistry community. Their recurrence is
unequivocal evidence of the flux and ancoring of the notions of economy in professional dentistry

discourses. The terms of economic discourse can also be so-called symbols of an epoch. Within the



English dentistry discourse there are blocks of economic expert knowledge organized around key
concepts as MONEY, BUSINESS, MARKET. Slots identified within each of the concepts do not
reflect their entire complex cognitive structure. The bounds of the concepts are far from being
strictly defined, theys overlap and interact. This phenomenon of interdiscoursivity reflects the
economic model established in the society, the rules of economic activity. Appealing to the economy
categories may be considered as displaying of author’s evolving of rational argumentation for
propositions claimed. Thus, we can suggest the interdiscoursivity of modern English dentistry is of
rational and logical character and determined by inter-professional communication.
